Colon without list: “I became increasingly frustrated at not being able to express what I wanted to convey in the letters that I wrote, especially these to Mr. Elijah Muhammad
Colon with list: “Book after book showed me how the white man had brought upon the world’s black, brown, red, yellow peoples every variety of the suffering of exploitation
Rhetorical purpose: “I have often reflected upon the new vistas that reading opened to me. I knew right there in prison that reading had changed forever the course of my life. As I see it today, the ability to read awoke inside me some long dormant craving to be mentally alive. I certainly wasn’t seeking any degree, the way a college confers a status symbol upon its students. My homemade education gave me, with every additional book that I read, a little bit more sensitivity to the deafness, dumbness, and blindness that was afflicting the black race in America”
